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As we continue to develop in every area and aspect of our society, my goal is that we foster relationships with seniors and community partners to promote our activities for a healthy life for all seniors.

Lunch with a Bunch is still one of the most popular events on Fridays.  We have not come back to the 85 to 100 people that used to come pre-covid, but we are at a steady 48 to 55 each week.  What this means is we have over 3k people through the door each year that enjoy this program.

YK Seniors’ Society were able to hold our major events during the year: from the Legion Dinner, Annual Craft Sale, Christmas Raffle, July 1st Breakfast to name a few. Along with Dinner and a Movie and Oktoberfest that the Social Committee did for the Society.

The YK Seniors Society and Sara Fullerton, the Director of Finance for Avens, again applied for the Tax-free program to help Seniors with lower income due their personal tax returns.  The program was a success, with helping over 20 or more clients from Avens and the community at large.

YK Seniors’ Society and the NWT Literacy Council partnered to offer a seniors computer program.  The program ran Tuesday and Thursday mornings.  It was very successful drop in program. 

YK Seniors Society partnered with Soltree Wellness and The Elks #314 of Yellowknife to offer a seniors footcare program to seniors of Yellowknife.  The Grant of 10k from the Elks helped pay for the Heather Moxon (Soltree Welness) to come in once a month to see clients here at the Baker Community Centre.  This program has seen over 90 clients that would not have other wise been seen by the health care department.

I would like to personally thank my Board of Directors for allowing me to work and do my job. I have learned a lot from each of you.  Thank you to the Board of Directors again for being a great member of the YK Seniors’ Society

One last thanks go to the people who come by or give me an email or phone call to see how I am doing each week.  It has been another trying year and those comments and check-in have made each day so worth all the work that came with this year.
